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Oshima town seashell museum
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“Palais La Mer” , Oshima town seashell museum near Habu Port,
houses about 10,000 seashells of about 2,400 varieties. Those
were mainly collected not only from Oshima but also around the
world by Tadashi Kusakari. He donated the seashells to Oshima
town.

A bowling alley and a restaurant are in the same building of the
museum.
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
